	Oxted made the perfect riposte to a league system which saw them unfairly re‑categorised having finished fourth in the higher league last season. Oxted began attacking from the start as Alison Langham drove the ball direct from the whistle then passed wide to Kirsty Browne the resultant play led to a hit on the edge of the D within the first minute of play. Bethan Chitty just failed to convert the chance from the cross following the hit. Oxted continued to press hard but were up against a very well organised opposition who marked tightly and had a goalkeeper in excellent form. 

Oxted changed their formation and Dawn Tarrier playing deeper had a dominant game, dictating play with her distribution, whilst Nicki Boast buzzed around productively in front of her. The main method of attack was down the right with Mary Greenham, Alex Smith, and Browne again combining well. 

On 20 minutes Oxted forced a short corner which was executed to perfection, Smith pushed the ball out to Browne who shot back towards Smith for the deflection into the goal and a 1-0 lead. Oxted could never relax as Purley pressed back with intent but found Shiggi Pakter unwilling to yield in goal.

With half time approaching Browne and Smith again combined on the right the cross caused a panic on the goal line and this time Langham reacted first to force the ball over.

In the heat Oxted could not keep their first half efforts up and Purley were back in the game with Charlie Spencer blocking several chances. Oxted’s defence did their job well as they denied Purley a shot at any of their short corners. Gradually Oxted got back into the game with Dawn Tarrier driving  play up the field. Oxted again went close as another well worked short corner was flicked against the post by Smith, and Browne saw several efforts go marginally wide. 

But the best was saved for last, as Oxted showed that in 3 passes and less than 20 seconds, defence can become a goal. From an 18 yard hit Spencer passed to Dawn Tarrier who drove to the half way line before releasing Laura Tarrier on the left, Laura Tarrier angled an early ball hard into the D where Langham timed her run to edge in front of her marker and deftly turn the ball passed a surprised goalkeeper. This proved the last decisive action of the game giving Oxted a deserved 3-0 win.
